These
courses total 120 credits and represent the minimum to be completed to earn the Bachelor of
Music degree. Of course, additional courses may be taken as interest, time, and schedule allow.

The final page suggests one way in which the required courses might appropriately flow into a
four-year course of study. Note the Unrestricted Elective Credits toward the bottom. They are
not incorporated into any particular year; rather, they can be used during any semester of
undergraduate study in support of individual interests and goals.
