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The grow th of the narcissist  in American society or any society has 
become someone to celebrate. First , teased and vilif ied, those that  seem 
to 'not  care what  others think' are deemed inspiring. Perhaps, in many 
cases, worthy of leadership. But , arrogance and lack of empathy in the 
greatest  of us is the downfall of our current  societal landscape. 

In this word-for-word t ranslat ion, we have chosen to illust rate that  even 
those described as fringe or 'other,' can suffer from the same bad 
behavior when empathy, respect  and loyalt y are no longer considered a 
virtue. 

Under the mask, our society has become so narcissist ic that  the real 
t ragedy of "Coriolanus" is that  we w ill claim that  we never saw  the 
downfall coming. But , in realit y we d id.

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Sean San José (p laywright )  is a performer, d irector, w riter, producer and 
co-founder and program director for Campo Santo, a new  performances 
group creat ing, developing and premiering new  works by and for people 
of color since 1996. Campo Santo has been core to the community in 
the Bay Area for more than 25 years now. In May 20 21, San José was 
appointed art ist ic d irector for the nat ionally renowned Magic Theat re, 
the f irst  person of color to lead the ?house that  Sam Shepard? built . 

San José w ill begin a new  era f illed w ith residencies, collaborat ions and 
cross-d iscip linary work merging mediums while st ill commissioning and 
producing the newest , boldest  works from the likes of Luis A lfaro, 
Colman Domingo, Star Finch and Roger Guenveur Smith for his f irst  
curated season in 20 22-20 23. 

From 1999-20 14, San José was the program director of the Performance 
Program at  Intersect ion for the Arts, where he produced and oversaw  
more than 10 0  premiere product ions of theat re, dance and 
interd iscip linary performances, working under Deborah Cullinan and 
alongside Kevin B. Chen and Rebeka Rodriguez as part  of a team that  
developed new  work models that  crossed boundaries, d iscip lines and 
communit ies. San José was the creator of A lma Delf ina Group-Teat ro

hot  light : a rashomon," 20 21), American Conservatory Theat re MFA 
("Bat t le for Babylon," 20 13), de Young Museum ("Block by Block," 20 13), 
Yerba Buena Center for the Arts ("Domino," 20 0 5; "i feel love," 20 0 0 ), 

W illiam Shakespeare (p laywright )  was born in St rat ford-upon-Avon in 
1564. He lived and worked as an actor, p laywright , and poet  through the 
Elizabethan and Jacobean periods (commonly known as the English 
Renaissance or Early Modern Period). His known works include 38 p lays, 
154 sonnets, 2 narrat ive poems and a variety of poems. These 
ment ioned are only half his total work. A  group of actors only managed 
to preserve half of the work in light  of his death. Shakespeare became a 
founding partner of the theat re company The Lord Chamberlain's Men, 
which later became the King 's Men. 

?Coriolanus,? the last  of the Shakespeare?s so-called polit ical t ragedies, 
was w rit ten about  160 8 and published in the First  Folio of 1623. The 
f ive-act  p lay is based on the life of Gnaeus Marcius Coriolanus, a 
legendary Roman hero of the late 6th and early 5th centuries BCE.

Raelle Myrick-Hodges (d irector)  is the daughter of Barbara and Ray 
Hodges. She was born in Murfreesboro, NC and current ly lives in 
Brooklyn, NY. Since she could speak, she has been d irect ing theater, 
w ith her f irst  show  being in her mother?s den to an O?Jays album. 
Myrick-Hodges has a varied background: theater d irector for over 20  
years, curator of performance for the Contemporary Arts Center New  
Orleans, an educator at  Brown, Actor?s Studio and At lant ic Theater.  

As a generat ive art ist , she w ill be present ing her work in progress at  
New  York?s Public Theater ?Under the Radar Fest ival? in July 20 22. She 
has d irected at  companies such as Magic Theat re (San Francisco, CA), 
Playmakers Rep (NC), Nat ional Black Theater (NY), Theater Minon 
(Beirut ) , The Public Theater, Nat ional Black Theater, New  York Theater 
Workshop among many others. Myrick-Hodges is the founder of 
award-w inning Azuka Theater in Philadelphia. 

This is only Myrick-Hodges' third Shakespeare as BIPOC women are 
seldom given the opportunit y to work in classic work. She thanks 
Jameeka Holloway-Burrell of Blk Girls Luv the Bard for int roducing her 
to incredib le word-for-word t ranslat ions and to Sean San José (Magic 
Theat re) for believing in her vision as a d irector. Most  important ly, 
Myrick-Hodges thanks her stage management  team, company of act ing 
art ist s and designers for exploring the second longest  p lay by 
Shakespeare together. 

Yerba Buena Gardens ("Hamlet : Blood in the Brain," 20 0 3), Magic 
Theat re ("Pieces of the Quilt ," 1996) and numerous t imes for 
Intersect ion (1999-20 13), and w ith Campo Santo (1996-present ) . 

He cont inues to lead Campo Santo in the commissioning, 
development  and producing of new  works for stage including the f irst  
p lay by Star Finch, "H.O.M.E.," and the dance ritual p iece "Ethos de 
Masquerade" from Rashad Pridgen, as well as producing the new  
pieces "Casa de Spirit s" by Roger Guenveur Smith and "Candlest ick" 
by Ben Fisher and d irect ing Richard Montoya?s "Translat ing Selena."
