DIRECTOR'S NOTE

Ben Jonson?s "Volpone" premiered at  the Globe theater in 160 6, a 
classic Jacobean cit y comedy, full of caust ic sat ire. In this t ype of p lay, 
the events themselves as they unfold may be surprises, but  the 
characters usually behave predictably, aligned w ith their archetype?s 
t yp ical t rait s. Musto and Campbell?s operat ic adaptat ion maintains the 
madcap draw ing room comedy vibe, the mistaken ident it ies, d isguises, 
t rickery, lust , greed, and of course, comeuppance, which are all woven 
through the opera in the spirit  of those same audacious shenanigans 
we f ind in the p lay. I?m always most  interested in how  creat ive and 
interpret ive explorat ion of music, text  and character work, the 
collaborat ion that  happens between art ist s in the rehearsal studio, 
t ransforms our preliminary expectat ions of how  the characters w ill 
develop and navigate the storyline. And then how  that  grow th impacts 
movement , physical comedy, musical interpretat ion and interpersonal 
connect ion.

To that  end, I wanted to g ive these characters every opportunit y to 
confound our expectat ions of them, to live in a comic realit y as fully 
f leshed out  people w ith free w ill, and in turn to g ive the singers the 
opportunit y to interpret  their roles w ith real lat it ude. This desire to 
explore the potent ial in each character unconst rained by archetypal 
convent ion was at  the heart  of our choice to design an imaginary 
world for "Volpone," a baroque inspired fantasy w ith modern lines and 
modern touches. We draw  cues from the late renaissance and early 
baroque Venice of Ben Jonson?s p lay, from Musto and Campbell?s 
?unfaithfully based,? whimsical 20 0 4 approach, and we all 
enthusiast ically bring our present -day lenses to these characters and 
their story. 

We wanted to focus on relat ionships, physical comedy and storytelling 
in an elegant  and heightened world for what  we might  t yp ically think 
of as a raunchy comedy to g ive our characters a loft y lovely p lace from 
which to fall from grace. Our baroque inspired modern fairy tale frees 
us from the expectat ions that  a t rue period p iece puts on our 
physicalit y and our societal norms, as well as from the more literal 
contemporary sensib ilit y that  a t rue modern staging calls for. At  the 
core of our product ion, in each d iscip line, is a d irect ive to get  to know  
these characters, and to keep their goals at  the heart  of their music, 
their movement , and their world.

SYNOPSIS

ACT I 

Scene 1. Volpone's house. 9 A .M. 
For the past  year, Volpone and his servant  Mosca have perpet rated a 
sw indle in which Volpone feigns mortal illness to extort  ext ravagant  
g if t s from a t rio of legacy-seeking scavengers, promising that  each 
would be named his heir. Having amassed a considerable fortune, 
Volpone, and Mosca p lan to leave for Genoa in the evening. After 
Volpone is visited in turn by the lawyer Voltore, Corvina, and 
Cornaccio, each bearing g if t s, he decides to advance the scheme 
further. Volpone asks Mosca to have Corvina d isown her son Bonario 
and name himself as her heir, and to arrange a sexual rendezvous w ith 
Cornaccio's w ife, Celia. 

Scene 2. A  bridge. 11 A .M. 
Mosca succeeds: Corvina agrees to bring her revised w ill to Volpone, 
and Cornaccio agrees to bring Celia to Volpone later. W hen Bonario 
happens by, Mosca tells him about  his mother's p lans to d isown him 
and deliver the revised w ill to Volpone that  afternoon. He's shocked at  
f irst  but  vows to prove Mosca w rong.  Erminella, the propriet ress of a 
brothel in Paris, alone in the square, searches for clues to the 
whereabouts of the baby she abandoned there 30  years earlier. 

Scene 3. Volpone's house. 12 P.M. Noon 
Bonario arrives at  Volpone's house, followed by Cornaccio and Celia. 
W hen Volpone t ries to seduce Celia, her screams bring Bonario who 
accuses Volpone of at tempted rape. Corvina rushes in w ith the revised 
w ill, and a shout ing match erupts. The police round up everyone and 
take them to court . 

Scene 4 . The court room. 1 P.M .
Through Voltore's lawyerly machinat ions, the guilt y part ies are 
exonerated, and Bonario and Celia are thrown in jail, to be sentenced 
later that  afternoon. As Voltore, Corvina and Cornaccio celebrate their 
victory, Volpone collapses and d ies.

ACT II 

Scene 1. Volpone's house. 2 P.M .
Not  surprising ly, Volpone only faked his death, p lot t ing to sign his w ill 
to Mosca so he can w itness the anger of the t rio when they realize that  
none of them were named his heir. After this is achieved, Volpone asks 
Mosca to prepare for Genoa. But  Iv1osca has other p lans. Now  that  
Volpone is ''dead'' and Mosca holds the w ill naming himself as heir, he 
kicks Volpone out  of his house and revels in his new  stat ion. 

Scene 2. The bridge. 3 P.M .
Volpone encounters Erminella and realizes that  the ident it y of the child  
she is searching for is Mosca. He offers to bring her to her son if  she 
assists him in a scheme. 

Scene 3. A  Prison. 3:50  P.M. 
Celia and Bonario, locked in separate cells, express their new found 
love. 

Scene 4 . The court room, 4  P.M.; and on a boat  approaching Genoa, 
several days later. 
Celia and Bonario restate their innocence.Cornaccio, Corvina, and 
Voltore enter and accuse Mosca of decept ion. Mosca enters and 
exposes everyone's guilt , perjuring himself in the process. Erminella, 
Mosca, and Volpone sail to Genoa as the opera ends.
