
 

WESTWARD BOUND GRANT 2018 

Established in 2014, the UNCSA Westward Bound Grant, sponsored by UNCSA Alumni West, is an annual $500 
grant designed to support undergraduate students transitioning from UNCSA to the West coast. One scholarship 
each year will be awarded to an undergraduate student who has demonstrated strong academic performance, 
outstanding abilities in their art discipline (dance, design & production, drama, filmmaking, music, or visual arts), 
and an intent to relocate to the West coast to pursue a career in the arts. The fund is sustained by a UNCSA 
Alumni West funded account with the UNCSA Foundation and is governed by the Steering Committee of UNCSA 
Alumni West. 

The Westward Bound Scholarship Award Includes: 
• $500 living stipend 
• Community building among fellow UNCSA Alumni 
• Career guidance support from the UNCSA Alumni West Steering Committee members 

Eligibility: 
• Undergraduate College 4 Class Level 
• Scheduled to Graduate Spring Term 2018 with a B.F.A. or B.M. degree

• April 13, 2018 - Applications due via email to UNCSA Alumni West
