High School Teacher Endowment Fund  

 
With an initial gift of $2500 from the 2009/10 PSO, UNCSA is in the process of establishing an endowment to fund a 

high school teaching position. In recent years, UNCSA has faced increasing budget reductions.  The High School  

Academic Program has been able to manage the reductions so far by reducing operating budgets and support staff po-

sitions.  Mr. Hoover is our sole administrative support staff person and the PSO has led efforts to help us cover equip-

ment and classroom material needs.  However, more cuts are looming.  These additional cuts will, of necessity, affect 

teaching staff.  Having an endowed teaching position would allow the program to support a teacher with private funds, 

so that we could continue to offer students excellent instructors and small class sizes, even with the reduced state 

budget.  The state will match privately donated funds (which may be one gift or a pool of many) in increments of 

$250,000 and $500,000 with dollar for dollar matches.  If you would like to contribute directly to the High School Teacher

Zheng has performed as soloist with the Winston-Salem, Raleigh and  

Durham Symphonies as first prize winner of competitions sponsored by 

these orchestras. After his performance of Paganini's First Concerto with 

the Durham Symphony earlier this year, a review in the Classical Voice of 

North Carolina praised Zheng's "amazing technical competence, musical 

sensitivity, and commanding stage presence." 

 

High school sophomore Maura Shawn Scanlin recently won the US Na-

tional Open Scottish Fiddling grand championship held in Williamsburg, Vir-

ginia. She is the youngest winner in the history of the competition.

Adrienne Pilon, English  
This term we are working hard on critical thinking and reading skills. We are combining this with  
preparation for the AP Language and Composition exam (on May 11

th
), reading exam questions and  

formulating arguments about topics as diverse as space exploration, technology in schools, what makes a 
classic work of literature, and the role of the media in contemporary American society. We have also read 
several short stories (Jack London, Ernest Hemingway, Sarah Orne Jewett and others), one short novel, 
The Awakening, and will soon be tackling The Scarlet Letter as we close out the year. 
  
Sometime during the last week of school, I will be putting together a suggested summer reading list. All I 
really ask, though, is that students read, read often, and read some classic or challenging texts, as well as 
newspapers or journals. I have just posted a summer reading suggestion list on blackboard, so that  
students and parents can all have a look. 
I have really enjoyed my students this year!  

 

Terri McMurray, Physics, Chemistry  
Physics  
We continue our way through mechanics: forces & force diagrams, Newtonôs Laws and their application. 
Students are just about ready to tackle ñPhysics at the Moviesò. Weôll look at movie clips, take measure-
ments, make estimations and decide whether the action is plausible. Itôs a fun and rewarding way to pull 
together all weôve been working on the past few units.  
 
Chemistry 
Our final unit in ChemCom centers on petroleum. It is unusual for high school students to study organic 
chemistry as part of an introductory course. This unit in ChemCom continues to build on knowledge and 
skills from prior units while introducing the basics of organic chemistry. Here is the lead in for the  
culminating activity. 
To help you be an informed consumer, you will design and defend a vehicle ad that supports an alternative 
fuel source. Each group (of 1 ï 4 members) will create an advertisement featuring an imaginary, but realis-
tic vehicle that uses an alternative fuel. 
   
The students are currently researching their chosen fuel source and are scheduled to begin work on their 
ad this week. The ads are videotaped for presentation. With a one-minute time limit, scripting and  
rehearsals are a must! 
 

Jill Lane, AP Calculus  
We closed out the spring semester working on the study of area and volume.  Students began working on 
Advanced Placement exam review and on cementing their understanding of the topics studied this year.  
AP exams were administered during the first week of May. 

 

Linda Moore, Biology  
We began spring term in biology by continuing our study of cells, specifically cell transport (tonicity and 
membrane permeability). We proceeded to study mitosis, meiosis and protein synthesis.  Recently, we  
began studying genetics.  (moorel@uncsa.edu). 

 

Beth Thompson, English III American Literature  
This spring the students studied Walden, Into the Wild, Grizzly Man; stories that are set in nature and  

explore the equally American dream of self revelation through a non-materialistic, spartan life. 

Academic NewsAcademic News   
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Parents of returning students are reminded that all students at UNCSA are required to have major medical 

health insurance. Parents/students must ñwaive inò or ñwaive outò of the UNC System-Wide Student Health  

Insurance Hard Waiver Plan.  

 

In August 2009, the UNC Board of Governors approved the implementation of a ñhard waiverò student health insurance 

plan for all 16 campuses. The term ñhard waiverò means any student meeting three specific criteria is required to show 

evidence of an existing ñcreditable coverageò health insurance policy, OR enroll in the UNC System-Wide Student Health 

Insurance Hard Waiver Plan. 

 

The three criteria for hard waiver are : (1) enrolled in a minimum of 6 credit hours per semester, (2) AND enrolled in a 

degree seeking program (or in high school), (3) AND eligible to pay the University Student Health Fee. Any student who 

has an existing creditable coverage health insurance policy and does not want to enroll in the student health insurance 

plan is able to waive out of the insurance plan easily and on-line.  

 

Students who waive in the fall will be given the option to use the same waiver insurance information for the spring  

semester. If they answer ñyesò their information will automatically be submitted for verification again for the following  

semester. Therefore, the student completes the waiver request annually. If the answer is ñnoò it is the studentôs  

responsibility to resubmit or renew their waiver at the beginning of the spring term. If possible, we encourage students to 

waive out for the entire year in the fall. The cost for the Student Health Insurance Plan is included in the cost of  

attendance for financial aid. The cost of the plan for 2011-2012 is $848 for the year. 

 

What does the UNC System -wide Student Health Insurance Plan cover and how is this  

different from the Student Health Fee?  

 

The Health Fee is not health insurance. Every student taking six credit hours or more pays the  

Student Health Fee. The Health Fee covers basic medical care offered in Student Health Services, 

Athletic training services, and nutritional counseling. The Student Health Insurance helps to cover 

charges for laboratory procedures and prescriptions. Deductibles and co-pays are waived for those services rendered at 

Student Health Services. UNCSA Health Services will file insurance claims only for the University Health Insurance Plan. 

However a printed receipt, complete with CPT codes, can provided to any patient wishing to file a claim.  

 

The Student Health Insurance Plan covers prescription drugs, including prescription birth control. Prescriptions may be 

filled at Student Health Services or at participating pharmacies (co-pays will apply). There is included a $500 Wellness 

Benefit which provides coverage for routine physical examinations, preventive laboratory such as STD screening,  

preventive x-rays, testing for ADD and ADHD, testing for allergies, and prescriptions for smoking cessation. Eligible  

expenses for injections and immunizations are covered at 100% if administered by the Student Health Center.
