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THE SUMMER PROGRAM AT THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH CAROLINA SCHOOL OF THE ARTS is an

exciting living and learning experience

- one to four weeks spent away from home,
surrounded by fellow artists of diverse ages
and backgrounds. Daily classes, workshops and
rehearsals are enhanced by a comprehensive
schedule of extracurricular activities. For
residential students, living among peers further
enriches the experience. Whether residential or
commuting, all students benefit from quality
facilities such as the Hanes Student Commons,

the Fitness Center, and Semans Library.
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general information

HOUSING

Summer Program students are housed by age and gender in up to eight
air-conditioned residence halls. All high school students are required to live
on campus, unless they live with parents or legal guardians within a

25 mile commuting distance of the School. Middle and high school
students are housed in residence halls in one area of the campus, while
high school graduates and college students live in another area of campus.
Men and women are housed separately in all cases. All students living on
campus are required to be on the meal plan. There are no exceptions. if you
have questions or special requests regarding room and board, contact the
Office of Residence Life at 336-770-3280.

Students will be housed with other students from different art
disciplines. Students will be assigned to either a single or a double
occupancy residence hall room for as long as availability permits.
Students may be placed in a triple occupancy room depending on
overall program enroliment and space availability. Students will
share communal bathrooms, but each room has its own sink. Each
floor is managed by live-in resident counselors, many of whom are

UNCSA college students. The resident counselors, closely supervised

and supported by a professional staff, are trained to address
student concerns and to nurture a sense of community on the hall.

Summer Program housing is limited. Students must pay in full by the
date on their invoice and have returned their housing agreement to the
Residence Life Office to be guaranteed housing.

All students who request housing and live within a 25 mile radius of
the school will be placed on a housing waitlist and will be notified when
housing is available for them.

WELLNESS CENTER

The Wellness Center at UNCSA has a large staff of professionals trained to
take care of the medical and emotional needs of the young artist. Students
who attend the summer program will have access to primary health care,
the services of an athletic trainer, and prescriptive services. These services
are available 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. Monday through Friday with emergency on
call services available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.

All accepted applicants must complete the physical exam and im-
munization form PRIOR to arrival at UNCSA. Applicants will not be allowed
to enroll or remain on campus without the appropriate documentation.
Details about forms and requirements for Student Health Services can be
found in the Summer Program Guidelines section of this brochure oron our
website under Summer Session.

STUDENT ACTIVITIES

University of North Carolina School of the Arts unique sense of community
is developed further by daily activities that mix students of all ages and
art disciplines. Weeknights and weekends are filled with dances, films,
karaoke nights, carnivals, casino nights, and perfoermances by bands,
comedians and coffeehouse musicians. Shopping trips are abundant, as
are recreational activities such as bowling, roller skating, and miniature
golf. Weekend trips are offered to amusement parks such as Carowinds
and Wet ‘N Wild, and natural attractions such as Grandfather Mountain
and Hanging Rock State Park. In addition, trips are offered to area arts
performances such as American Dance Festival, Eastern Music Festival and
Appalachian Summer Festival. Touring plays, musicals and concerts are
offered as schedules allow.
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While most activities and trips are open to all students, some events
are planned just for the youngest or only for older students. For example,
students 17 and older can go white water rafting each summer.

The Summer Program activities fee covers all on-campus activities
and regular shopping trips. Additional payment is required for most trips
and off-campus events. Students may sign up for these activities on
opening day or throughout the summer as space allows.

All activities and trips are planned and supervised by a summer
activities staff consisting of college-age University of North Carolina
School of the Arts students. Professional staff members accompany many
out-of-town trips. Transportation is provided in buses driven by licensed
professional drivers, and occasionally in mini-vans driven by summer staff.

Many activities are centered around the Hanes Student Commons. In
additional to social spaces, the Student Commons houses the cafeteria and
snack bar, one-card office, campus store, mail center, Wellness Center and
Student Life staff offices.

LIBRARY FACILITIES

The UNCSA summer experience is further enhanced by the Semans Library,
which houses 111,000 books, 480 current subscriptions, 9,500 back issues
of periodicals, 5,000 videotapes and DVDs, 48,000 musical scores and
46,000 sound recordings. With a strong emphasis on drama, film, theatre
history and design, costuming, dance, visual arts and the literature of
music, the library offers information assistance as well as facilities for
listening or viewing library materials.

FITNESS CENTER

Many Summer Program students take advantage of UNCSASs state-of-the-
art Fitness Center to improve their physical conditioning. Two professional
staff members provide personal training on Cybex equipment, free
weights, and cardiovascular machines. An indoor pool is supervised by
certified lifeguards. Classes in aerobics, kick boxing and spinning offer
opportunities for group exercise, and a full court gymnasium is used for
basketball and volleyball.

SAFETY, SECURITY & PARKING

The UNCSA Police Department has 14 full-time officers. All police
officers are professionally trained to meet the standards set forth by the
Criminal Justice and Standards Division of the State of North Carolina.
Members of the UNCSA Police Department are authorized to carry
firearms, make arrest, investigate crime, search person and property,

and use reasonable force as necessary to protect persons and enforce

the laws within our jurisdiction. Their jurisdiction includes all property
owned or leased by UNCSA and that portion of any public road or highway
passing through the property or immediately adjoining the property. The
police use a community oriented approach to their day-to-day duties.
UNCSA uniformed officers patrol campus buildings and grounds 24 hours
a day, 7 days a week.

The Police Department is the primary means for emergency first
response for a crime, suspicious circumstances, medical crisis, intrusion/
fire alarm, or other critical incident situations.

The Department also has respensibility for parking decals and
parking enforcement on campus. There is a parking decal fee to students
for on-campus parking.
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Please read this information carefully as it will affect the processing of your application.

APPLICATION

Fill out the application in full. The application will be returned

if all questions are not answered.

Dance applications should not be submitted before a live audition.
Applications will be accepted only after auditioning student has been
notified of acceptance into the Dance program.

Application will be returned to the applicant if not accompanied

by the application fee.

- Applicant signature required along with a parent signature if

the applicant is under 18 years of age at the time of application.

- Two applications and two application fees are required if

applying to two different arts schools.

Apply early due to limited housing.

Always keep a copy of the application and other documents for
your records.

AGE/GRADE REQUIREMENTS

Dance Program: applicant must be 12 years of age and older, having
completed 6th grade.

- Drama Program: applicant must be at least 15 years of age and have

completed the 9th grade.

- Introduction to Stage Combat: applicant must be at least 15 years of

age and have completed the 9th grade. No prior acting or stage
combat experience necessary.

- Basic Actor Combatant Skills Proficiency: applicant must be at least

18 years of age or have completed high school. No prior acting or stage
combat experience necessary.

Advanced Actor Combatant Skills: applicant must be 18 years of age
and have prior experience in acting and stage combat.

Filmmaking Program: applicant must be a rising 10th, 11th, 12th grade
student, or rising college freshman.

Music Program: applicant must be at least 12 years of age and a

rising 7th grader.

- Visual Arts Program: applicant must be 14 years of age or older.

- No decision will be given over the phone or by email.

INTERNATIONAL APPLICANTS

- International applications must be submitted no later than
March 1, 2011

- Applicants must submit the application and application fee along
with the decumentation outlined in this document.

- International applicants who complete an online application must
print the required pages of the application, complete all required
information, sign the application (parent signature required if
applicant is under the age of 18 at the time of application) and
mail the required pages along with the non-refundable application
fee to the Office of Admissions.

- Applicants who are attending a college or university in the United
States must supply a copy of their current I-20 and visa to the
Office of Admissions at the time of application.

- Allinternational students must obtain a visa prior to enrollment.
Government documents for a student visa will only be issued after
acceptance and tuition has been paid in full.

- Applicants cannot attend the Summer Program on a Visitor's visa.
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
